Pre-AP World History Classroom Guidelines
The Classroom Rules are:
1. Students are to be in the classroom before the tardy bell rings and immediately get to their assigned seat/area.

2. Come to class ready to work and have necessary materials.

3. Keep hands, feet, and objects to self.  Maintain personal boundaries.

4. Respect Staff and Peers by raising hand to gain attention, rather than causing a disruption.

5. Remain in your seat/assigned area from bell to bell unless you have Staff permission to be out of your seat/area.

6. Class is not over until the Teacher has dismissed the class.
Course Description:

Pre-AP World History is a survey course that introduces students to world civilizations and cultures.  
Students will: 

· analyze important events and issues in western civilization as well as civilizations in Asia, Africa, and the Americas

· evaluate traditions and institutions, which form the basis for the world’s civilizations and cultures

· examine the impact of geographic factors on major events and identify historic origins of contemporary economic systems

· analyze the process by which democratic-republican governments evolved and the historic documents that influenced them

· examine the history and impact of major religious and philosophical movements

· analyze the connections between major developments in science and technology

· use the process of historic inquiry to research, interpret, and use multiple sources of evidence
Classroom Procedures:
1. Supplies:  Keep a writing utensil, colored pencils, and notebook in class every day.  Students will keep terms, daily work, and notes in the binder.  Remember: you are responsible for your notebook.

2. Preview:  Class begins every day with a “Preview”.  First, enter the room quietly and pick up your notebook.  Second, begin your preview.  It will be posted on the board, projector screen, or on the Pick Up table.  Previews are mandatory and will be graded at the end of units with your notebook.

3.  Coming to Attention:  When you see me raise my hand or call for attention, please quiet down and wait for instruction.  If you have a question, raise your hand and wait your turn patiently.

4.  Writing Utensils: Use a black or blue pen or pencil at all times, unless told otherwise.  No sparkly, gel, or neon pens!  (10 points off after a warning)
5.  Grading System:

Daily Grades (class work, homework, research, activities) – 50% of average  


Formal Assessments (Unit Exams, Major Projects, Writing Assignments) – 35% of average


Informal Assessments (quizzes, notebook evaluations, mini projects, short writings) – 15% of average

6.  Absences:  If you miss class, it is YOUR responsibility to find out what you missed.  The notes and assignments can be found on the Past Work table by the assignment calendar.  Feel free to check the Class Notebook too.  When in doubt, ask Ms. Rankin!


Late Work Policy: 10 points off each day.  After 3 school days, the maximum grade you can receive for an assignment is a 70%.
7.  Tutorials are to be done before or after school.  A list will be posted each week to let you know if you have tutorials or Finish Up Friday, and your team will be emailed.


*If you want to come in for additional tutorials before or after school, you must let Ms. Rankin know in advance so that she can email your team or coach.  Don’t hesitate to ask for extra help!  

8.  Tardy Policy:  A student must be in the room BEFORE the bell rings, ready to work at his/her desk with the appropriate materials.  If not, you are tardy and will receive consequences.  
9.  Classroom Behavior:  The best way to get through this class is to use Common Sense.  If you think that something you are going to say or do will get you into trouble, then you are probably right—so don’t do it!

**Consequences for Minor/Major Infractions: verbal warnings, 10 minute morning detentions (one for 1st LLR, two for 2nd LLR), 3 lunch detentions and email to principals, ISS/DAEP**

**Positive Consequences of Good Class Conduct: candy or treats, positive talk or email to homelife or coach, free time at end of class, game time, Rider Rewards tickets**


When there is another teacher or substitute in the room, I expect you to follow the rules and procedures.

10.  Restroom:  If you want to go to the restroom before class begins, do your Preview and ask for a pass. Anyone late for any reason is late.  If you do need to go to the bathroom during class, go during a time when you won’t miss instruction.  Remember, you are responsible for your work and must have a bathroom pass to leave the room.

11.  End of Class:  The bell does not dismiss the class; the Teacher does.  Do not crowd around the door waiting for the bell to ring; stay seated and working until the bell rings. 

12.  Questions about a grade, consequence, or reward: Talk to Ms. Rankin after class or before or after school.

13.  Electronic Devices:  Keep you cell phones off and put away. No electronic devices including mp3 players, cameras, or game players.  This is the district policy.  You will get one warning.  If you have one out, I will take it up and turn it into the office.

15.   A few more things… No food or drinks without permission.  Water bottles are fine.  Also, my desk area is off limits including my laptop, document camera, iPad, Surface tablet, books, and any supplies.
